Transport:

· Raise machine fully and pin transport lock in place on each lift cylinder.

Before using the drill:

Disengage each transport lock and replace pin on each lift cylinder.

· Check for any loose or broken parts.  Check Tires.

Install the safety chain.

Set the acreage meter to "O".

Operate at a ground speed of 4-6 mph.

· Grease zerks daily (see page 12)
After using the drill:

Lock up the openers.

Clean out seed from all hoppers and tubes.  Vacuum or blow out the hoppers, clean out feed cups by dropping latch all the way down, and shake out the tubes.  If you used the small seed hopper, remove the drive chain and place in tool box.  There is a $50 hourly charge for not cleaning seed out of the drill.

Read the acreage meter.
